Protest Rights



An affected proposer may file a written protest of this Intent to Award by providing a written notification to mbrown@portofnewport.com within 7 days of this notice. Failure to file within this timeline shall constitute a waiver of protest rights.

The written protest must include:
A detailed statement of the legal and factual grounds for the protest,
A description of the resulting harm to the affected person, and
The relief requested.

The Board, or its designee, shall issue a written disposition of the protest in a timely manner. If the Board or designee upholds the protest, in whole or in part, it may in its sole discretion implement the sustained protest in the approval of the Procurement.

The anticipated Port Commission meeting date for consideration of this award is April 28, 2026.
